Independent Auditor's Report

To the Board of Directors of

Report on the Financial Statements

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of The Second Gate Post Estates Homeowners
Association, which comprise the balance sheets as of December 31, 2020 and 2019, and the related
statements of income, members' equity and cash flows for the years then ended, and the related notes
to the financial statements.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes
the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair
presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or
error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audits. We
conducted our audits in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of
America. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material misstatement.

NOTE 1 - NATURE OF OPERATIONS:

The Association is organized under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia for
the purposes of maintaining and preserving the common property of the Association. The
Association consists of 140 homes located in Centreville, Virginia. The Board of Directors
administers the Association operations.

NOTE 2 - SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

A) Method of Accounting - The financial statements are presented on the accrual
method of accounting in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the
United States of America.

B) Member Assessments - Association members are subject to annual assessments to
provide funds for the Association's operating expenses and major repairs and replacements.
Assessment revenue is recognized as the related performance obligations are satisfied at
transaction amounts expected to be collected. The Association's performance obligations
related to its assessments are satisfied over time on a daily pro-rata basis using the input
method. Assessments receivable at the balance sheet date are stated at the amounts expected
to be collected from outstanding assessments from members. The Association's policy is to
retain legal counsel and place liens on the properties of homeowners whose assessments are
delinquent. Any excess assessments at year end are retained by the Association for use in the
succeeding year. The Association treats uncollectible assessments as credit losses. Methods,
inputs, and assumptions used to evaluate when assessments are considered uncollectible
include consideration of past experience and susceptibility to factors outside the Association's
control.

C) Common Property - Real property and common areas acquired from the
declarant and related improvements to such property are not recorded in the Association's
financial statements since the property cannot be disposed of at the discretion of the Board
of Directors. Common property includes, but is not limited to, land and entrance features.

D) Estimates - The preparation of financial statements, in conformity with generally
accepted accounting principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions.
Such estimates affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities. They also affect the
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities, at the date of the financial statements, and the
reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results
could differ from those estimates.

E) Cash Equivalents - For purposes of the statement of cash flows, the Association
considers all highly liquid investments and interest-bearing deposits with an original
maturity date of three months or less to be cash equivalents.

NOTE 3 - REPLACEMENT RESERVES:

The Association's governing documents do not require that funds be accumulated
for future major repairs and replacements; however, the Association has elected to set aside
funds. Accumulated funds are generally not available for expenditures for normal
operations.

The Association had a replacement reserve study conducted by the Board of
Directors during 2016. The Board of Directors updated this study in 2021. The table
included in the Supplementary Information on Future Major Repairs and Replacements is
based on the 2021 study.

The 2016 study does not recommend a contribution to reserves for 2020. For 2020,
the Association did not budget to contribute to reserves. As of December 31, 2020, the
designated reserve totals $15,000. The Board of Directors believes that this balance plus
amounts in excess operating funds are adequate and no additional contributions to reserves
are necessary.

Funds are being accumulated in replacement reserves based on estimates of future
needs for repair and replacement of common property components. Actual expenditures
may vary from the estimated future expenditures and the variations may be material;
therefore, amounts accumulated in the replacement reserves may or may not be adequate to
meet all future needs for major repairs and replacements. If additional funds are needed,
the Board of Directors, on behalf of the Association may increase regular assessments, pass
special assessments, or delay major repairs and replacements until funds are available.

As of December 31, 2020 and 2019, the Association had designated $15,000 for
replacement reserves. These designated reserves were funded by cash and cash equivalents.

NOTE 4 - INCOME TAXES:

For income tax purposes, the Association may elect annually to file either as an
exempt homeowners association or as an association taxable as a corporation. As an exempt
homeowners association, the Association's net assessment income would be exempt from
income tax, but its interest income would be taxed. Electing to file as a corporation, the
Association is taxed on its net income from all sources (to the extent not capitalized or
deferred) at normal corporate rates after corporate exemption, subject to the limitation that
operating expenses are deductible only to the extent of income from members. For 2020
and 2019, the income taxes were calculated using the exempt method, which resulted in no
income tax liability.

NOTE 4 - INCOME TAXES: (CONTINUED)

The Association’s policy is to recognize any tax penalties and interest as an expense
when incurred. The Association’s federal and state tax returns for the past three years
remain subject to examination by the Internal Revenue Service and the Commonwealth of
Virginia.

NOTE 5 - CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS:

As of December 31, 2020, the Association maintained its funds totaling $60,956 in
a Wells Fargo checking account.

NOTE 6 - ASSESSMENTS RECEIVABLE - NET:

The Association utilizes the allowance method of accounting for bad debt. Individual
receivables are written off as a loss when a determination is made that they are non-collectible.
Under the allowance method, collection efforts may continue and recoveries of amounts
previously written off are recognized as income in the year of collection.

NOTE 7 - FASB ASC 606 NEW ACCOUNTING GUIDANCE IMPLEMENTATION:

The Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) issued new guidance that created
Topic 606, Revenue from Contracts with Customers, in the Accounting Standards Codification
(ASC). Topic 606 supersedes the revenue recognition requirements in FASB ASC 972-
605, Real Estate—Common Interest Realty Associations, Revenue Recognition, and requires
the recognition of revenue when promised goods or services are transferred to customers in an
amount that reflects the consideration to which a CIRA expects to be entitled in exchange for
those goods or services.

The Association adopted the new guidance as of January 1, 2019, using the modified
retrospective method of transition, which requires that the cumulative effect of the changes
related to the adoption be charged to beginning unappropriated members’ equity balance. The
Association applied the new guidance using the practical expedient provided in Topic 606 that

allows the guidance to be applied only to contracts that were not complete as of January 1,
2019. Adoption of the new guidance resulted in changes to our accounting policies for
assessment income and contract liabilities (special assessments received in advance), as
previously described.

The adoption of the new revenue recognition guidance resulted in no changes to
balances as of January 1, 2019.

NOTE 8 - SUBSEQUENT EVENTS:

In preparing these financial statements, the Association has evaluated events and
transactions for potential recognition or disclosure through October 26, 2021, the date
the financial statements were available to be issued.

2021 to estimate the remaining useful lives and the replacement costs of the components of common
property. Replacement costs were based on the estimated costs to repair or replace the common
property components at the date of the study. The estimated replacement costs presented below do not
take into account the effects of inflation between the date of the study and the date the components will
require repair or replacement.
